 Media Tickets need to be requested via email before Wednesday 6 June. Once approved, 
media can have their tickets sent directly via email, where they can either be printed or, 
better yet, using the SFF 2018 app on iPhone and Android, be scanned at the door. 

 Accredited media will be issued with single tickets only. 

 Media tickets are issued on a first-come basis. 

 Some limited sessions have a restricted media allocation and requests for tickets will need to 
be filed with the film distributor directly. 

 Smaller venues have limited capacity and therefore have a limited number of media tickets. 

 Opening and Closing Night Galas are invitation-only events.

From Wednesday 6 June to Sunday 17 June 2018, the 65th Sydney Film Festival offers Sydneysiders 
another exciting season of cinema amidst a whirlwind of premieres, red-carpet openings, in-depth 
discussions, international guests and more. 
 
Sydney Film Festival also presents an Official Competition of 12 films that vie for the Sydney Film 
Prize, a highly respected honour that awards a $60,000 cash prize based on the decision of a jury of 
international and Australian filmmakers and industry professionals. Previous Sydney Film Prize 
winners: On Body and Soul (2017); Aquarius (2016); Arabian Nights (2015); Two Days, One Night 
(2014); Only God Forgives (2013); Alps (2012); A Separation (2011); Heartbeats (2010); Bronson 
(2009); and Hunger (2008). 
 
The Festival is a major event on the New South Wales cultural calendar and is one of the world’s 
longest-running film festivals.
